“I Got Caught Wearing My Life Jacket”
I. OBJECTIVE:  To save lives!!!  To heighten the importance of boating safety awareness by promoting water safety initiatives to adults boating on Allatoona Lake.
II. PURPOSE:  To educate boaters on the importance of wearing their life jacket and to making safety a priority while boating and on the lake.  To encourage parents not only to actively supervise their children around the water, but also demonstrate safe behavior, including wearing a life jacket.
